Myth Vs. Reality

Myth:  I don’t know enough to be a leader to young people in a Ministry setting.

Reality:  God has equipped each of us with gifts to help guide each other, in our relationship with God and the community of God.  There is also ongoing training to help us grow in our faith and in our understanding of our faith traditions.

Myth:  I can’t do youth ministry because I don’t have any time?

Reality:  It is true that many of us are very busy, but there are many little things that may only take a few minutes a week to support and encourage the youth of our Parishes.

Myth:  Teenagers are scary and don’t want adults around.

Reality:  Okay, part of this is true.  Teenagers are scary because they often pretend that they don’t want adults around and they can be very good at it.  However, research shows that young people do need, and in fact desire, consistent, supportive, relationships with adults.

How do I get involved in CTK/STA Youth Ministry?

1. Begin to discern area(s) of ministry that you would like to serve in.

2. Fill a VENTURE! Volunteer Youth Ministry Application.

3. Meet with Director of Youth Minister to discuss youth ministry, ask questions, and discuss opportunities.

4. Attend a youth ministry team training/orientation session.

5. Discern and commit to being actively involved in at least one area of Youth Ministry for 3 years.

6. Attend monthly meetings for Adult leaders – generally 1st Tuesday of the month
