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Drop-In Ground Rules & Guidelines

It is a privilege, not a right to participate in Drop-In.  All youth and adults who would like to participate in activities at Down Under agree to the following set of ground rules.  Anyone who does not follow these expectations chooses to remove him or herself from this space.

1. Youth in gr. 7-12 and designated adult leaders are invited to use this space.  All youth must check in with the adult leader or peer minister in charge.  If you must leave before the designated ending time, please inform this same leader.  Remain only in designated youth space areas.  If you leave the building to go offsite (i.e. Dunn Bros. Or Dairy Queen) during drop-in hours, you will not be allowed to rejoin Drop-in. 

2. Everyone is welcome at Down Under and is to be treated with the utmost of respect.  Some respect guidelines:

· Be open and yourself.  Don't try to become someone you're not.

· Treat others as you would like to be treated.  No put-downs, mocking or excluding people.  No inside jokes or fowl language.

· Reduce the noise level when others are using adjoining offices and meeting spaces.

· Always listen to and respect the adults and leaders.

3. Have fun and be safe.  Inform Leaders of all injuries.  Weapons of all kinds are prohibited at Down Under.

4. This space belongs to the group.  Share it freely with others.  Take turns playing pool, etc.

5. Pay for your pop and food.  Clean up your own spills.  No glass containers are allowed.

6. Gambling of all kinds is prohibited.

7. Nobody under the influence (or possession) of illegal drugs, including all tobacco products and alcohol, will be allowed to participate in Down Under activities.

8. Treat the property with respect.  If you break it, you pay for it.

9. Shoes must be removed unless otherwise stated.

10. Phone use only to arrange for transportation home or for emergency situations.

11. If you bring tapes or CD's, they MUST have appropriate lyrics for a church setting.  Music with parental warnings is not allowed.  Only appropriate TV shows allowed.

12. Clean up and return Down Under to its original condition (or better).  Help clean it up even if you didn't do it.  Maintaining this space needs to be a group effort.  Also, use the appropriate receptacles for garbage (pop cans and plastic bottles in green recycle containers and all other garbage in the garbage cans).

13. Playground rules apply to outdoor activities.  No Snowballs!  Stay off of the Snow banks.  Do not use the playground equipment, no skateboarding.
14. Stay in west side of parking lot.

15. The Resource room is for homework and quiet activities, the stairs are off limits.
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
